According to Gordon and Wong (1958: 10), many attempts have
been made to define a vowel. One definition highlight thetfonof a
vowel in syllables: aowel isa defined asa speech sound constituting
either a syllable, or the cemtof heart of syllakd. The other definition
calls attention to the manner in which a vowel is produced: a vowel is
formed without stopping the outgoing breath stream or impending it in
such a way as to produce extraneous noise elements. Senam (2017: 31)

defined that vowel souds are speech sounds that are produced without
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any audible obstruction of the airstream from the lungs and other speech

articulators.

According to Ruchel and Knight (2012: 64), there are two types

of vowel s

a) Monophthongs

According to Rachel and Knight (2012: 64), monophthongs
are a single sound, with the articulators in one position throughout
and therefore no change in thmuad quality. Different from Rachel
and Knight, Yates and Zielinski (2019: 54) used term of
monophthongs as single vowelgates and Zielinskiadded that
single vowels can be described in terms of how long they are, as well

as the position of our tonguedathe shape of our lips when we say

them.

McCully (2009: 223) stated
that a short vowel is a simple (noomplex) vocalic segment
occurring within the nucleusof a syllable, and long vowels are
